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 “Another potential outcome is the Supreme Court arguing, 
not just that the Constitution doesn’t protect abortion, but 
that it prohibits abortion, even in states that want to allow it. 
They don’t say that here, but the raw ingredients to that 
ruling are in here. 

“Other legal battles to come: 

• States banning abortion in various circumstances. 
Missouri recently tried to ban abortion for ectopic 
pregnancies, which are nonviable and where not 
aborting carries a significant risk of death. Texas law 
would put doctors in prison for life if they performed 
an abortion on a rape victim.

But she never forgot a year or so later 
walking into a store with her father one day, only to have the 
shopkeeper curse him out and refuse to serve him as soon as 
he opened his mouth and spoke with a German accent. That 
incident made a deep impression on her. She credited it with 
teaching her quickly and saliently just how shitty prejudice 
can be, especially in times of war. 

“She never taught any of her children her native language. 
An enormous number of German-Americans lost or refused 
to pass on their heritage language during WWII, because that 
wasn’t a great time to be visibly German in any way in the 
USA.”

“My grandmother’s brother was drafted in the Army and was 
sent to fight in the Korean War. He ended up in the 2nd 
Infantry Division. 

“His division was caught in The Gauntlet and he didn’t make 
it back home. To this day, he is still unaccounted for. 

“Well, the day he left home the last time, my grandma went 
with him to the train station. She told me that the last thing 
he ever said to her was, “At least I made it back home for a 
home-cooked meal before I left.” 

“She was probably well into her 70s when she told me that 
story. It still brought tears to her eyes.” 

3) DToeeenForever wrote: 

“My grandparents and all my relatives of that generation fled 
Germany after my great-grandfather was taken to a work 
camp. This was at the beginning of the Nazi / SS era, so he 
was actually returned to his home after some months, though 
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 he never spoke of his experience. They were able to get a 
sponsor to come to the US later. 

“My grandmother’s most haunting story: 

“She was about 14, walking with a boy in their town square. 
She had blonde hair and would definitely ‘pass’ for Aryan. 
He apparently fit what the SS thought of as a Jew. (He may 
have been wearing a yarmulke or other garment, I never 
knew that part.) The officers stopped them and grabbed him, 
told him to stay away from Aryan girls. He tried to say 
something but didn’t get to before they handcuffed him and 
dragged him away. They wished my grandmother 
goodnight, and she never saw him again.” 

4) Satures wrote: 

“I’m a German. My surviving grandfather (the other one 
died shortly after the war from tuberculosis, untreatable 
given the circumstances) served in the Luftwaffe. He never 
spoke about it on his own, but I asked him. He told me he 
had a job in a war-critical company, so he would most likely 
have never been forced to serve. But he saw the early 
victories, was blinded by propaganda and ‘I wanted to be a 
hero; I wanted medals as well!’ He volunteered for 
Luftwaffe and was in training to become a fighter pilot when 
his Bf 109 was shot down by US day fighters. He parachuted 
‘into the only tree in several kilometers around,’ which left 
a slight but permanent disability and forced him into hospital 
for almost the entire remaining war. He told me being forced 
out most likely saved his life. 

“He wasn’t fully restored yet in early 1945 but the Battle of 
Berlin was about to begin soon, and he was in a hospital in 
the Berlin area. Luftwaffe picked everyone they didn’t need 
anymore (former bomber crews, surplus mechanics, 
convalescents like my grandfather) into last-ditch cannon-
fodder units. The entire unit deserted and burned their 
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 uniforms, including the officers. One of his buddies wanted 
to stay in Berlin, and my grandfather gave him a message for 
his girlfriend telling her where to find him. The message got 
delivered and she made it out of Berlin and reunited with my 
grandfather to be married with him for over 60 years later 
on. 

“Returning home so early after war was suspicious and he 
claimed he was an already released POW. Given the distance 
between Berlin and his home and he was a deserter, the 
voyage took some days as he had to hide from everyone 
because deserters or soldiers seen as such were shot on the 
spot in the last weeks of the war. One woman didn’t believe 
him and told the British occupation forces. They visited my 
grandfather, he admitted the true story and they made him an 
offer:  

“Either: Being captured as POW.  

“Or: Being picked up daily or several times per week and 
carried to a nearby airfield where the British collected 
captured Luftwaffe equipment, and he would have to explain 
and tell them everything he knew about the equipment. In 
turn, he wouldn’t be taken prisoner and would return home 
every evening. He of course agreed to the deal, and they kept 
their part as well. He hated this woman for his entire life and 
refused to talk to her ever again. 

“When I travelled to the US the first time, I knew this story. 
I was a bit scared how he would react given it was an US day 
fighter. He was totally happy for me and told me I got the 
youth he was denied by the Nazis and their war. He felt they 
stole his youth.” 

5) symbaray627 wrote, “My grandmother was living in Italy 
as a child when their house became occupied by Nazis. They 
were forced to move to France where she had to learn to 
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 speak another language and was put in the first-grade class 
when she was around 6th grade.” 

6) Remarkabl-Ad-1107 wrote: 

“When my grandpa was 9ish, he and his friends were playing 
by the train tracks as people in their generation did. 

“His friends and he convinced a four-year-old who was 
playing with them at the time to get on a random train 
carriage where they then closed the door and told him he was 
going to Blackpool; he tried to franticly unlock the door but 
was too small to teach the lock. 

“He recalls watching this little boy’s face as the train pulled 
off from the station. 

“After an hour the boy’s mother asked them all where her 
son was where, and they just said, ‘Oh, he’s off to 
Blackpool.’ 

“Luckily at the next train station, a train conductor found the 
little boy and took him back on the next train.” 

7) CottaBird wrote, “My great-grandpa always told the story 
of how he grew up in a one-room, stone-walled, dirt-floor 
house with only a wood stove with his parents and 11 
siblings (after two died of plague) on the island of Terceida 
in the Portuguese Açores, where he was rented out to a 
family to help provide for his own starting at age 6. He 
earned the equivalent of one American dollar each year, 
while the boys of the family would beat him up to make him 
do their work on top of his. In 1925, having never gone to 
school, he wrote (dictated to a priest to write) his uncle in 
California for a loan for a boat ticket from the Açores to New 
York and a train ticket to California. A woman in NY took 
advantage of him because he couldn’t speak English, and he 
was left with only a dime and a loaf of bread for his train ride 
to California. He worked for his uncle at his uncle’s dairy to 
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 pay off the loan, worked for him afterward, and eventually 
started his own dairy. He finally learned to read in his 
fifties.” 

8) FlokiTrainer wrote, “My grandfather was a kid during the 
Great Depression. He once told me they had raccoon one 
year for a special Christmas dinner. The way he caught it 
was incredible.

I 
live in a very conservative state and a very conservative 
county, and everyone just wanted what was best for my 
husband and me, and they supported the decision we made.” 

Viperbunny commented: 

“I am very sorry for your loss. My oldest daughter had 
trisomy 18. My doctor lied to me. She didn’t want me to 
know anything was wrong. She told me my baby was a little 
small and that she would send me for a level-two ultrasound 
at 26 weeks to ease my mind. What she was really doing was 
making sure I didn’t know my child had a condition that was 
incompatible with life. She probably hoped I would miscarry 
and never know. But I didn’t. 

“At 26 weeks I was then faced with knowing something was 
wrong with my baby, it could be incompatible with life, and 
no one could tell me anything for sure. I had ten tests 
scheduled before I got home. Three weeks later, she was 
delivered. It was clear from the birth defects on her fingers 
and toes that we were likely dealing with a trisomy disorder. 
On day three we found the heart defects. She was too small 
to have surgery, yet she needed surgery to survive. They 
tried some medication and that was the first time a doctor 
told us we would have quality-of-life choices on coming 
days. He was very supportive and was amazing at answering 
questions. On day six, she was declining. We got the news it 
was trisomy 18 and told she wasn’t going to make it through 
the night. We could take ‘heroic measures,’ never hold her 
and hope for a few more hours, or we could hold her. 

“I held her first, then my husband, and then he gave her back 
to me. He couldn’t hold her while she died. I never thought 
I had that strength, but she was my baby. I brought her into 
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 the world, and it was only right if she had to leave that she 
do so in my arms. Her daddy and I sang her a lullaby and she 
went to sleep for the last time. I want to make it clear that 
my time with my daughter was precious. I love her more than 
I can say. That time has helped define me as a mother. But 
what was done to my family was wrong. We thought there 
was a fight. We thought we had a chance to save her. There 
was no chance. She struggled for six days against a body that 
wasn’t capable of doing what she needed it to do. It wasn’t 
right that she had to suffer. It wasn’t right to blindside us. 

“I don’t know what choice I would have made, but I do know 
that choice was taken from me. It has had a major impact on 
my life. I have PTSD. I went on to have two more children. 
They are healthy and happy. Both girls. I will fight for their 
rights. I don’t want them to ever go through the pain I have 
gone through.” 

SoyAmerinic wrote, “I’m so sorry for your loss. My husband 
and I went through a similar issue when we found out our 
baby had severe congenital diaphragmatic hernia. I was 
about 17 weeks when we were advised to terminate. We are 
in a conservative state as well but had a lot of support from 
family and friends, and my OBGYN was wonderful. I’m 
glad you weren’t judged either because it really was a 
humane decision. I hope you two are in a good place now.”

“We wanted the baby. 

“But at 19 weeks, we learned the baby was triploid. That’s 
not trisomy, where a single set of chromosomes has three 
instead of two. Nope. It’s when ALL the chromosomes have

abnormal cells in the placenta were cancerous. The longer I 
carried, the higher the risk would be. I had a D&E [Dilation 
and Evacuation] at 19.5 weeks. 
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 “We were heartbroken. We wanted the baby.” 

My baby 
who was very much wanted died at 12 weeks. My body did 
not pass him, and I was getting very sick.

My second missed miscarriage, I went 
in for a checkup and they told me it had happened again and 
because of what happened with my first they booked me in 
for a DNC [Dilation and Curettage] within three days. Worst 
times of my life.”

[the pregnancy] was very much wanted. I cried and cried. 
My medical team was so gentle, so kind with me. I had to sit 
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 in a room listening through the walls to the heartbeats of 
other women’s healthy babies while I waited for the 
medication and my bloodwork to come back. I cannot 
describe to you how awful that feels. 

“I know this isn’t my fault. My body did this. I would have 
died if I hadn’t had the injection.

Have these people 
never had miscarriages? Never known someone who has?
